After Sunday school; List of possible activities for K-12 
(Most of these activities should be self-organized by the students.  The role of the adults is for a mentor and facilitator, to explain a clear and firm boundary and expectation of behavior, to help obtaining resources when needed.)
(1)There were the 6:30 CBC Youth Group.  But this gathering had not been held for several weeks, and it may not continue.  We have to wait and see how this develops.

(2) CBC had accepted our donation of a LCD/DVD for the toddler’s room.  The younger children may watch children’s video there. “VeggieTales”, “Adventures in Odyssey” are good sources.  The church can purchase additional DVD to supplement CBC’s collection. 
(3) CBC had also accepted our donation of a foosball table, to be placed in the Youth Group room.  This should attract some of the older students.  If the young people become too distracting for the seeker’s class in the Sanctuary from 5-6, one alternative is to relocate the adult seeker’s class to the upstairs big room. 

(4) Mark had volunteered his Wii console, and his time to organize the younger students, for playing in the lounge.  Here is a review of the most popular game.

The best part about Wii was that all the younger boys were attracted by the games.  Thus they were distracted from doing mischief in other parts of the building.

(5) There are the movies for the older students.    However, we must hold the line at the PG rating.  Some of the movies brought to church were just not age-appropriate for them, especially so for the younger children.  We can use the portable projector and screen for this purpose, or use the sanctuary for the movies.
(6) There are the board games and most types of card games.  We can also purchase additional games to supplement CBC’s collection.  However, we must hold the line at gambling poker games.  They just are not appropriate for anyone.

(7) There is also the choir, or some other form of music practices.
(8) The church has a collection of contemporary and traditional Christian music CD’s.  They have been ripped to MP3 format and can be shared with the students.  We can purchase additional albums of Christian artists.
(9) High school students prepare and server dinner for K-12 young people.  Menu: Spaghetti, pasta, pizza, hot dogs, baked fries, and salads.  If someone wants more elaborate menu, wait till 6:30 to eat with the adults.  Young men and young women alternate duties each week: preparation or serving. 

(10) Older students can organize and lead activities (or Sunday schools) for the younger students.

(11) Preparing for skits or short plays.  The church has several books on skits with Christian topics.
